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Abstract

This study explores the mission of the messengers as presented in
the Holy Qur’an, by examining the Qur’anic method in conveying their
messages and highlighting the unifying features of their call to their
respective peoples — particularly in matters of belief, approach, attitude
toward opponents, patience in the face of harm, and reliance on Allah. The
study adopts a descriptive-analytical methodology focusing on Qur’ anic
verses, with an emphasis on the practical lessons drawn from the lives of

the messengers (peace be upon them) in light of contemporary challenges.

The findings reveal that the prophets' mission was marked by a
unified objective, while the means varied according to the nature of each
community. It was founded on firm principles of monotheism, mercy,
wisdom, and reasoning in the best manner. The study also highlights that
the prophetic discourse was characterized by clarity, sincerity, alignment
of word and deed, and reliance on evidence and rational argument—
completely removed from coercion or violence. One of the key conclusions
is that the prophets' mission provides an exemplary model for calling to
God, as it harmonized steadfastness in principle with flexibility in method,

rendering it relevant and applicable across all times and places.

The study recommends drawing inspiration from the prophetic
methodology in contemporary Islamic contexts, especially in education,
religious outreach, and media. It calls for promoting a culture of mercy,

dialogue, and respect for others, while emphasizing the centrality of
Qur’anic values in shaping both individuals and societies. It also

122).

This study sought to connect the past with the present, employing the
descriptive-analytical method to provide a reading of the Messengers’
missionary experience, with the aim of strengthening contemporary
missionary discourse and making it more practical and effective in
confronting the obstacles of the modern era in the Islamic world—
particularly in light of the intellectual and social challenges facing Muslim
societies—by clarifying the path of truth and guidance and affirming the
constancy of the divine methodology in monotheism. It is guided by the
Qur’anic texts that abound in the stories of the Messengers, peace be upon
them.

Finally, the study presents the most significant findings and
recommendations for developing missionary discourse in the modern era,
along with suggestions for future research that can contribute to
reinforcing and consolidating these results.

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Discussion of Resulfs in Light of Analysis and Verification of

Hypotheses

This study relied on a descriptive-analytical methodology to verify its
hypotheses, involving the analysis of Qur’anic texts related to the methods
of the Messengers’ call and comparing them to the reality of contemporary
da ‘wah. Given the theoretical nature of the study, the hypotheses were

verified as follows:

First: Verification of the First Hypothesis
The methods of the Messengers’ call in the Qur’an represent a
comprehensive approach that can be applied in every time and place.
A set of Qur’anic verses addressing examples of the Messengers’ call—
such as those of Nuh (Noah), Ibrahim (Abraham), Musa (Moses), ‘Isa
(Jesus), and Muhammad, peace be upon them—were analyzed to extract
the employed missionary methods. The analysis showed that these methods
are characterized by comprehensiveness, balance, and flexibility,
including wisdom, good counsel, dialogue, gradualism, patience,
exemplary conduct, and others. It also became clear that these methods
were not confined to a specific time or place, but rather were designed to
be applicable across different environments and circumstances. The study
supported this by tracing applications of these methods throughout various
historical stages, thus substantiating the argument that they represent a
universal and integrated missionary methodology that maintains
continuous effectiveness across eras. Consequently, the first hypothesis

was confirmed through textual and descriptive analysis.

Second: Verification of the Second Hypothesis

There is compatibility between the Messengers’ methods and the needs of

The study analyzed the challenges facing contemporary missionary
discourse, including cultural and intellectual openness, the multiplicity of
media platforms, the spread of doubts, weak effective communication, and
changing patterns of public thought. By comparing these challenges with
the methods derived from the Qur’anic texts, it was found that those
methods are capable of responding to the needs of contemporary da ‘wabh,
provided they are employed flexibly and with an awareness of the nature
of the current era. For instance, the method of wisdom and dialogue aligns
with the needs of modern intellectual discourse; good counsel appeals to
the emotional dimension; exemplary conduct addresses the need for
practical role models; while patience and gradualism facilitate dealing
with slow changes in convictions. The analysis demonstrated harmony
between the Prophetic methods and today’s da‘wah reality, thereby

confirming the second hypothesis.

Conclusion on the Verification of Hypotheses
The results of the analysis clearly indicate that both hypotheses were
confirmed. The study, through the descriptive-analytical methodology,
established that the Messengers’ methods in the Qur’an constitute a
comprehensive approach that can be applied universally and continuously.
It also showed the compatibility of these methods with contemporary
challenges if the preacher employs them skillfully. This underscores the
importance of returning to the Qur’anic methodology as an authentic

reference for developing contemporary missionary discourse.
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Conclusion:

This study examined the methods of the Messengers’ call as presented in
the Holy Qur’an, considering them a comprehensive divine missionary
methodology. It aimed to demonstrate the effectiveness of these methods in
contemporary da‘wah through textual, descriptive, and comparative
analysis, without relying on field tools, due to the theoretical and
intellectual nature of the topic.

In light of this, the study analyzed the missionary methods employed
by the Messengers, such as wisdom, good counsel, debating in the best
manner, patience, exemplary conduct, gradualism, and other approaches
reflecting the depth and flexibility of the Qur’anic missionary
methodology.

The analysis revealed that these methods were not confined to a specific
time or context but aligned with human nature, enabling them to adapt to
various environments and developments, making them applicable across
different eras. It also showed that, despite the complexity and diversity of
contemporary challenges, they do not preclude the effective utilization of

the Messengers’ methods. Rather, these challenges call for a renewed

further recommends deepening research on how to train preachers in these
methods and adapt them within contemporary missionary programs that
leverage modern means while preserving the constants of Islamic

discourse.

7. The Messengers used rational argumentation to convince their
peoples, a method suitable for our contemporary reality based on
scientific thinking.

8. Their methods varied between encouragement and warning, using
parables and storytelling, providing a wide range of approaches for

today’s preachers.
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9. The Messengers’ call demonstrated that results are not the
preacher’s responsibility; victory rests with Allah, and the preacher
Is required to fulfill their duty sincerely.

10.The Messengers’ call aimed to transform individuals and societies
behaviorally and value-wise, preparing humans to fulfill their role

in cultivating the earth.
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Recommendations:

Activate rational discourse and logical dialogue in contemporary
da ‘wah, emulating the Messengers who addressed their peoples with
proofs and evidence, thereby enhancing the effectiveness of
missionary discourse across culturally and scientifically diverse
environments.

Develop training programs for preachers focused on diverse
communication skills inspired by the Messengers’ varied methods—
including admonition, storytelling, and gentle debate—to enable
them to reach different audience segments effectively.

Promote a culture of patience and perseverance in missionary work
by presenting Prophetic models of facing rejection and opposition,
and by consolidating concepts of continuity and refraining from
hastening results.

Launch community initiatives inspired by the comprehensive
Prophetic message that focus on moral and social reform, linking
worship to behavior, and positioning religion as a driving force for

individual and societal development.
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
